URGENT NOTICE

Costa Rican law has recently changed and you MUST have BOTH a passport that will NOT expire for a period of three months AFTER your trip to Costa Rica AND proof of a return ticket to the United States. If you fail to have both of these items, Costa Rican immigration will put you on the next plane back to the US. 

So please insure that your passport does not expire until AFTER July 1, 2012 (a few extra weeks just to be safe) and that you bring written documentation of your return flight. They may not request proof of the latter, but they will send you back if your passport expires before three months after your arrival in Costa Rica.
